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In Belgium, Swissport operates at two airports: At Liège Airport (LGG), the company provides ramp handling, 

and air cargo services, and manages several first and second-line air cargo warehouses totaling 26,000 sqm. At 

Brussels Airport (BRU), Swissport provides cargo handling and manages a further 25,000 sqm of warehousing
